ELIGIBILITY

e The applicant should be ward of Non-Gazetted
RPF/RPSF personnel (serving, retired or deceased).

e The applicant should be pursuing professional or
technical studies in India in Government or recognized
Private University/Institute/College.

® The course being pursued should be of Minimum two
year duration.

e The applicant should have secured minimum 60%
Marks or equivalent Grade in Minimum Eligibility
Qualification Examination.

get themselves registered on National Scholarship
Portal by 31* October through their concerned Nodal
Officer failing which they will not be able to verify the
scholarship application and the students would be
deprived of the benefit of scholarship.
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
