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As the principal mode of transport for the common man, Indian Railways has also played an outstanding role
and Railways have also played a significant role in the life of the nation, as an economic lifeline of the nation,
as an instrument of industrial development, as a popular mode of connecting various regions of the country
and also in the defence of the country. Today, about 6000 freight trains run every day, carrying 1.3 million
tonnes of freight per day.

The tableau of the Ministry of Railways depicts the Indian railways - in the service of Nation since 150 years.
'BHOLU'-the mascot Guard of the Indian Railways for the 150th year celebrations, is seen on the front portion
of the tableau carrying the signal Lantern. The tractor portion of the tableau shows the various types of
freight transported by the Railways.
