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As the principal mode of transport for the common man, the Indian Railways has also played a pivotal role in the life of the
nation, as an economic lifeline of the nation and as an instrument for fulfilling a variety of social service obligations for
meeting the diverse requirements of the people residing in areas along which the railway lines snake through. In the
western region of the country, in the States of Rajasthan and Gujarat, scarcity of drinking water is a basic fact of life and in
order to survive, the local population trudges several miles a day to collect the drinking water.

The Indian Railways by operating water special trains in some of these areas such as Nasirabad-Phulera Peeplee Ka Bas
and Nasirabad-Bijaynagar (Ajmer Division), Jawaiband-Pali (Ajmer and Bikaner Divisions), Khatu-Degana and Bhagat
Ki Kothi-Luni (Jodhpur Division), Hissar-Sadulpur (Bikaner Division), Viramgam-Okha (Rajkot Division) has been doing
an important service to the nation. The water special trains carrying the water in the tank wagons from the reservoirs are
quenching the thirst of millions of thirsty people. The tableau of the Indian Railways depicts the yeoman service of the
railways towards the nation.
