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“More coach per coach” is the theme being presented by Indian Railways in their tableau. This is an
indigenous effort of the Indian Railways, which increases the carrying capacity of an intercity train by more
than 50%.

The two-part tableau consists of an electric engine, the WAP 7, a high horsepower electric passenger
locomotive, placed upon the tractor and the higher capacity double-decker coach placed upon the trailor.

The double decker coach runs at a speed of 160 km/h ensuring dust free, air-conditioned, intercity travel ata
low cost. The technological superiority of the double-decker coach lends credence to the will of the Indian
Railways to serve its customers in the best manner possible.

Alongside the double decker coach, the amenities, available on a platform for the benefit of the customers of
the Indian Railways, have also been showcased.
