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"Procedure Order for Opening of Minor Works by Principal Chief Engineer "

As per Rule 25A(1) of The Railways (Opening for Public Carriage of Passengers)
Rules, 2023, the competent authority for Sanction to execute and open following works
shall be Principal Chief Engineer (PCE) of Zonal Railway with no further delegation:

a) Construction, rebuilding, modification and strengthening of foot-over-bridges and
road-over-bridges;

b) Construction, rebuilding, re-girdering and strengthening of minor bridges;

¢) Re-girdering and strengthening of all existing bridges, other than minor bridges;

d) Elimination of manned level crossing;

e) Upgradation of non-interlocked level crossing and diversion of roads at level
crossings,

Sanction to execute the Minor Works:

Concerned Railway administration (CE(Con.)/DRM of division) shall approach Principal
Chief Engineer (PCE) along with all relevant documents as mentioned in Rule 4 of The
Railways (Opening for Public Carriage of Passengers) Rules, 2023, as relevant to specific
matter to obtain sanction to execute the above minor works except the work of
construction of Minor bridges on New Lines & Gauge conversion, which does not affect
the already opened line. Any deviation in design, material and construction of the Minor
works etc. shall be brought to notice of PCE in application.

Based on scrutiny of documents so submitted, sanction of PCE will be issued to execute
the minor works for which sanction has been applied.

To execute Minor Bridges on New Lines & Gauge conversion works, which do not affect

the already opened line:

i. Based on approved L-section of project, concerned CE(Con) shall get a project
wise/isolated comprehensive work sheet/list of minor bridges (which do not affect
the already opened line) which shall include all relevant technical parameters of
bridges viz. Type of Bridge, span arrangements, standard design or non standard
design, clear height, foundation details etc.

ii.  The detailed project sheet thus made shall be comprehensively reviewed at the level
of concerned CAO(Con) and approved for further preparation of GAD etc.

iii. Concerned Railway administration viz. CE(Con.) shall approach PCE with
approved L-section & thus approved project sheet of project indicating the details
of minor bridges for which sanction to execute the work has been sought.

iv. Based on scrutiny of documents so submitted, sanction of PCE will be issued to
execute the minor bridges for which sanction has been applied.
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Reference to the Principal Chief Engineer (PCE) for opening of Minor Works:

Concerned Railway administration (CE(Con.)/DRM of division) shall refer the Minor
Work, to be opened for public carriage of passengers, to the PCE after ensuring that the
Minor Work to be opened for public carriage of passengers is complete in all respects as
per the Codes and Manuals of Practice as specified, and the stipulations mentioned in
sanction to execute the works, if any, have been complied. The completion plan of the
work shall be attached with the application.

The clearance from the concerned CAO(C) shall be submitted for minor works on

construction projects confirming followings:

i.  The works has been executed as per the approved plans/designs/project sheets
based on which sanction was obtained for execution of work and the works have
been completed.

ii.  The Minor Work sought to be opened has been constructed in accordance with the
relevant Indian Railways Standard Codes and Manuals.

iii.  There is no deviation to approved plans & designs based on which sanction to
execute the work was obtained.

Opening of Railway Minor Works:

The Principal Chief Engineer of the Zonal Railway may, sanction the opening of any
Minor work for passenger traffic, if he is satisfied that Works referred can be opened for
the public carriage of passengers without any danger to the public using it, with or
without inspection. The inspection shall normally not be required if certificate (stipulated
in Para 3.2 above) from CAO/C has been submitted.

In case, Principal Chief Engineer considers that inspection of work is required before
opening, concerned Railway administration (CE(Con.)/DRM of division) shall make
arrangements, as necessary, to facilitate the inspection of PCE and accompany the
inspection of PCE.

The authority for opening any Minor Work shall be communicated in writing by the
Principal Chief Engineer to the concerned Railway administration. A record of all above
works so authorized during each year, with particulars of the prior or subsequent
inspection, if made, shall be maintained by the Principal Chief Engineer’s office.
