Sub: Seniority of Typist and Stenographers transferred te
the clerical cadre of the AccountsDepartment.

In terms of the instructions contained in this Ministry’s letter No.
EING)H-69/PM 1720 dated 25.7.69, from 1.4.70 the employees who pass the
Appendix II Examination are required to be considered for promotion strictly
with reference to the time of passing the examination as was already the case in
respect of Appendix III qualitied statt.  Accordingly, the promotion and
senjority in promoted grade of Appendix Il qualified staff will be with
reference to their position in the Appendix Il panel; persons borne on an earher
panel ranking enbloc semor to those borne on a later panel. With these
wstructions eotning mio force from 1.4.70 the mstructions comntaimed m the
Ministry’s earlier letter No.E(S)G3/CPC/30 dated 31.5.63 regulating sentonty of
Sr. ‘T'ypists and Stenographers on their posting as Junior Accounts Asstts.
( formerlv Clerks grade-1) in the Accounts Depariment on passing Appendix 11
cxamination based on their length of service in the identical  grade stood
moditied to the extent indicated. However, while reiterating these instructions
vide this Ministrv's letter No F(NG)I-94/SR6/51 dated 20.4.95 the instructions
contained in the Ministry's letter dated 25.7.69 appear to have been lost sight
of inadvertentlv giving rise to an anomalous sithation in which a Sr. Typist or a
Stenographer passing Appendix-Il examination later. on their posting as Jr.
Accounts Assistant (JAA) gains seniority over thosc JAAs who had already
been promoted by virtue of their passing Appendix-1] examination earlier.

2 In view of the above, the matter has been reviewed by the Mimistry of
Railways. It is clarificd that instructions contained in their letter dated 31.5.63
to the extent the same relate to seniority of Sr. Tvpists and Stenographers as
JAA on passing Appendix II cxamination arc no longer relevant in light of the
instructions contained in the Ministry’s Ictter dated 25.7.69. Accordingly, the
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nstructions contained in this Ministrv's letter dated 20.4.95 are hereby
withdrawn with immediate effect.

3. Irmav also be noted that consequent upon enhancement of pay scales of
Ji. Accounts Assistanis (JAA) from Rs.4000-6600 to Rs.4500-7000 w.c.l
I.1.1996 there is no scope for Sr. Typists and Stenographers who continuc to be
in lower pav scaie of Rs.4000-6000. being allowed the benefit of service
rendercd by them as Sr. Typist/Stenographers on posting/promotion as JAA
after passing Appx.Il Exam and towards counting three years service as JAA
prescribed tor promotion as Accounts Asstt. =
