The Railway BOardg
on 13" October, 2004, approved the proposal so as to enable the military personnel sepn
on the Civil/Railway side to count the period of service rendered by them in the military Serv,ncg
before attaining eighteen years towards qualifying service for the civil pension 14
amendment to the aforesaid rules is given retrospective effect from 22" November. 2003 &

2 The amendment to the aforesaid rules with retrospective effect will not adversely affect
the interest of any employee.
